Fall Soccer Schedule

As August begins, we are all looking forward to getting back into the regular schedule of the
school year, which, for all of us includes soccer! Here are a few notes about our fall schedule so
that you can start marking your calendars early.

Practices will be starting the week of August 13™. Coaches will be getting in touch with you
between August 8" and August 12 to let you know what time and location your practices are.

Games begin with our Opening Day on September 8", For the most part, you should expect to
have a game every Saturday that starts between 8am and 5pm. The exceptions to that rule are:

Our U14 Leagues will each have (at least) one game under the lights at North Carroll Middle
School. U14 Boys will play on October 12 and the U14 Girls will play on October 19,

Rain-outs can wreak havoc with our game schedules. With 58 teams playing on just 8 fields
every weekend, making up games that weather impacted can be quite difficult. If we have a
season like last year (with half our games either rain or snow impacted) we again expect that
there will be some make up games played on Sundays. Those games will have starting times
between 1pm and 5pm.

More information about picture day will be
available at the parent meeting on August 22™ and the schedule will come out in early
September.
